SHEBOYGAN CHRISTIAN SCHOOL’S HOT LUNCH PROGRAM
The 2011/2012 Hot Lunch Program begins on Tuesday, September 6 at SCS.  Hot lunch will be available three days a week during the school year.  Hot Lunch Days will continue to be Monday, Tuesday, and Wednesday of each week.  On occasion this schedule will be modified to accommodate any conflicts.

A lunch meal includes a main entrée, side item, salad bar fully loaded with fresh fruit, veggies, cheeses, pasta salads, pudding, etc. and a dessert.  When the student has completed their first portions, they may go back to the salad bar for additional food if they wish.  
Examples of lunches served are:

Pasta Meals (spaghetti, rigatoni, lasagna): served with choices of plain pasta or pasta with either plain or meat sauce.

Grilled Cheese Meal: plain grilled cheese or grilled cheese with ham. Soups will be served November through March with a sandwich meal. Campbell’s Tomato Soup and Chicken Noodle Soup will always be available.  In addition, a homemade soup will be available.

Breakfast Meals: boiled eggs, bagels, hash browns, sausage and/or bacon. Pancake choices are plain, chocolate chip, blueberry, and M&M. Belgian Waffles are either plain or blueberry.  If desired, chocolate chips or M&Ms will be sprinkled on the waffles.
Pizza Meal includes two slices of pizza.  Cheese pizza is always available. Sausage and Pepperoni alternate each week. Extra slices in excess of two will require the purchase of an “Extra” ticket.   The 5K – 2nd grade students are offered one slice of pizza in addition to the rest of the items being served. If they eat the first slice and would like a second they may return to the counter for the second slice.

Hamburger Meals offers a choice of plain or with cheese.  One hamburger is served. An additional hamburger requires and “Extra” ticket.

To be served a hot lunch, students MUST have a lunch ticket that was purchased in advance. 
Students in Middle School will be completely responsible for their tickets.  As they enter the hot lunch line, their ticket will be “punched” as they receive hot lunch.  The ticket will be immediately returned to the students.  The students and parents will need to keep track of how many “punches” remain on the ticket and make purchases as needed.  If a student does not have a lunch ticket he/she will not be served hot lunch except for the one-day grace plan.  We will give a one-day grace to a middle school student if he/she forgets or looses their ticket. The next day, the student will need to have the ticket and it will be double punched OR the student will need to purchase a new ticket.  Students are granted just one “grace” for each quarter.
Students in 5K-5th grades will place their ticket in a basket when they enter the hot lunch line.  The tickets will be punched and returned to the classroom teacher for distribution before the next hot lunch day.  Parents and students will be responsible to keep track of how many “punches” remain on your child’s ticket.  If a student in 5K – 5th grades does not have a lunch ticket or a sack lunch, parents will be contacted to bring a lunch to school.
Sharing hot lunch food with other students who did not order hot lunch is strictly prohibited.  Out of fairness to all families and to keep the hot lunch program running cost effectively, sharing food is not allowed. Disciplinary action will be taken for students caught sharing hot lunch food.
MEAL TICKET ORDERING INFORMATION:
Each meal costs $2.25.  An “Extra” ticket costs $1.00.  Extra tickets are needed on Pizza and Hamburger days. The salad bar only ticket has been eliminated since most of the meal items are from the salad bar.

Tickets are available in 6 meals, 12 meals, or a Quarterly Ticket.  A 6 or 12 ticket is good until it is completely punched.  It can be used throughout the school year.  A quarterly ticket is good for only the quarter it is purchased for.  The Quarterly Ticket will not be punched daily.  There will be no refunds or carry over in to the next quarter for any missed meal.  The advantage to the quarterly ticket is the need to purchase tickets less often.  The disadvantages are the higher initial cost and no carry over of a missed meal.  The meal cost is the same no matter which ticket is purchased.

Meal tickets costs 
$13.50 for six meals (usually two weeks of lunches)
$27.00 for twelve meals (usually one month of meals)
Quarterly tickets costs are: (prices subject to change if menu changes)
First Quarter: September 6 – November 4: 26 meals = $58.50; ten extras = $10.00

Second Quarter: November 7 – January 20: 29 meals = $65.25; 11 extras = $11.00

Third Quarter: January 23 – March 23: 27 meals = $60.75; nine extras = $9.00

Fourth Quarter: April 2 – June 7: 30 meals = $67.50; eleven extras = $11.00

There will be no refunds issued for lost tickets or for missed meals. 
Please order tickets in advance for students.  Do not wait until your child is completely out of “punches” before purchasing another ticket.  Students who do not have a ticket will not be allowed to have hot lunch.
Tickets are purchased in the school office during office hours. An order form is available at the school’s webpage and on the Information Counter in the school’s main hallway. It will also be emailed to families on a regular schedule. The hot lunch tickets are “like cash”.  If tickets are lost, students will need to pay a 50 cent replacement fee.  Students should have their name and grade on the tickets.
