Dear Parents of Kindergarten students,
There is a vital link between academic success and visual health.  In an effort to ensure early identification and management of children’s vision problems, there is a state law addressing this issue.  The law (s.119.135, Wis. Stats) requires school districts to request that each student entering kindergarten provide evidence of an eye examination by a physician or optometrist.

Special funds for an eye exam may be available for those who meet income guidelines.  Please discuss this need with your eye care professional.

If you choose to get an eye exam for your child, please have your physician or optometrist complete the enclosed from and return it to the school no later than December 31.
